Bye-laws framed under sections 130, 131, 132
and 306 (3)(c), (d), (e), (f), (h)and (i) of Tamil Nadu
District Municipalities Act, V of 1920 as amended for
the grant and control of House service connections will
come into force after three months from the date of
Publication of these bye - laws - in District Gazette.

PART - §

i Every application for the supply of water under
sub section { i ) of section 131 or Section
132 of the Tamil Nadu District Municipalities
Act of 1920 as amended shall be in writing
signed by the applicant, i. e., owner or occu-
pier of the premises and so far as may be in
the form ‘A’ there into annexe and the work
necessary for such supply, shall not be
commenced until the applicant has deposited
with the Executive Authority the estimated
cost as fixed by him on or before the date
fixed by him. x
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Note : a) This will include a centage of 10 percent of
the actual cost of work against supervision
charges subject to a minimum of Rs. 785/-
Provided that in the case of supply to
Government buildings the value of the work
and supervision charges connected therewith
shall not be payable in advance to the
Commissioner. But the amount due to this
office shall also be remitted with in a week
after completion.

b)  Every such applications shall be accompanied
by the registration fee of Rs. 20/- which is in no
case refundabie.

c) Towards water supply charges the amount
noted below shall be deposited as advance

i) Domestic purpose Rs. 3,000/-
i) Non domestic purpose Rs. 7,000/-
iii) industriai purpose Rs. 15,000/-

This revised rate will apply to the Old and New
connections only.

2: Charges for supply of water will be collected
at the following rates.

(i) For domestic purpose Rs. 5.00 per 1000
litres part thereof with a minimum of Rs.
50/- w. e. f. 1. 10. 2006 per month exclud-
ing meter rent and maintenance charges.

(i) For non domestic purpose { Commerical
purpose ) Rs. 15 per 1000 litres or part there
of with a minimum of Rs. 150/- per month
excluding meter rent and maintenance

charges.

(i) For non domestic purpose ( Industrial
purpose ) Rs. 30 per 1000 litres or part there
of with a minimum of Rs. 300/- per month
excluding meter rent and maintenance

charges.

Supply of water to all house service
connection shall be on metered system only
for premises where water wouid be drawn for
purely house hold purposes the charge will be
at domestic rates specified in bye-law 2 (i)
infra. But if the Executive Authority has
reasons to beiief that in any case water
supplied under this rate is used or is likely to
be used for other than domestic purpose he
may require the owner or the occupier to pay
non-domestic rate for the service connection
specified in bye law No. 2 (ii) infra and in
default order for cutting off the éupply as
per the bye-law.

The nature of supply to any premises ( i.e )
whether Domestic or Non-domestic shall be
determined by the Council with reference to
the explanation under section by 131 ( 3 ) of

the Tamil Nadu District Municipalities Act, 1920
as amended.

No free allowance will be aliowed for both
domestic and non-domestic purpose.

Service connection to institutions owned,
controlled and managed by the Municipal
Council shall be on tap rate basis and will be
charged at the rate specified in bye-law 2 (iii )
for domestic and non domestic supplies as the
case may be in all such cases Fiow Control
/alve will be fixed and the flow of water
throttled at the ferrule to give a discharge of
not more than five litres per minute per tap
during the hours of minimum demand.

In the case of house connection to Market, Milk
Dairy and Conservancy Depots where water
is used for both domestic and non domestic

e) ifatany time the taps are leaky or mishandied,
Defeating automatic action the tap shall be
closed by the Commissioner.

Meters shail be supplied by the council or the
owner or the occupier of the premises as
decided by the council, the meter shail be
always under the lock and key of the officers
and servants of the Council or sealed by-them
and shall ordinarily be read once in a month
and maintained by them.

iy Where a meter has already or is supplied by
the Council, the owner or occupiers of the
premises shall pay as meter rent and
maintenance charges Rs. 4. 00 per month or
part thereof per meter only during the period
when the meter is in working order in the case
of meters is suppiied by the owner or occupier
of the premise only a maintenance charges of
Rs. 2. 00 per month or part thereof per meter
chall be recoverable during the period when
the meter is in working order.
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Wnere a meter supplied by the owner or
occupier of the premise goes out of order he
or she shall arrange to have the meter repaired
or renewed athis or her cost under the super-
vision"of the Commissioner within two months
from the date of the receipt of order from the
Commissioner failing which the connection
shall be cut off by the Commissioner. Repairs
to meiers suppiied by the council shali be
carried out at the cost of the council
provided no damage is caused for the meter
by breakings opening of seal lock™r any
tampering of the meter by the party etc., in
such cases the owner or occupier shall replace
by a new meter at his cost on pains of
disconnection of service and for capture of ail
deposits of the individual with the Municipality.

i Charges for water supplied during the above

period when the meter is out of order or under
repair shall be ievied in the manner prescribed
in bye-law No. 11 infra.

The charges for the water suppiied shall be
always payable in the Municipal Treasury with
in 7 days after the demand is made Normally
the meter reading will be taken by the staff of
the local body and the demand shall ordinarily
be made within the length of every quarter suc-
ceeding that to which the consumption related.
Balance demand shall however not from
ground for non payment of excess water
charges any Quarier.

(i) If the amount under bye-law 9 (a) is not paid
within the specified period, the Commissioner
shall be liberty to cut off this service
connection at any time 15 days after serving a
notice of demand of such arrears on the owner
or occupier of the premises and the Council
or the Commissioner shall not be liable for
any damages for such cutting off of service.

(i) The payment for all water supplied under the
terms and conditions laid down in these bye-
laws if not paid by the party concerned within
the stipulated time shall be recoverable in the
same manner as property tax.
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9. ¢} A sum of Rs. 500/- shail be charged for every
re-connection incase the supply is cut off for
non-payment of water charges provided that
no service connection that has been
disconnected for what so ever case shall
reconnected unless all charges and other
amounts due in respect of each service upto
date of re-connection shall have been paid.

d) No remission for non use of water shall be
granted for portion of a quarter. Remission may
be granted by the Commissioner for non use
of water if water for full quarters subjected to
previous intimation of such non use with a re-
quest to close the water supply temporarily and
subsequent demand for remission. The
charges for such temporary disconnection and
reconnection shall be at Rs. 250/- on each
occasion.

Note: The word quarter occurring in the clause
means “Three full calendar months”

10 (a) Complaints in writing as to incorrect readings
or other defects in meter shali be made by
the person affected with in one week from
the date of taking such reading which is
disputed and shall be accompanigd by a
deposit of Rs.250/-

E

Complaints not made with in the said period
or not accompanied by the requisite deposit
shall not be entertained.

(c) The deposit amount of Rs.250/- shall be
returned if on investigation the meter is found
to have given incorrect readings or be
otherwise defective, but will be forfeited if
the meter is found to be correct. An error of
5% in either side will be ignored.
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!n case where the meter is found to give
incorrect readings or is out of order for any
period exceeding one week the consumption
recorded during the corresponding month or
months of the previous year where such
information is not available such available
date as the Commissioner considers most
suitable will be taken as the basis for the
charges and the quantity of water so arrived
at shall be deemed to be the quantity actually
consumed. The decision of the Commissioner
in the matter shall be final.

The Commissioner may direct any private
latrine, Urinal or water closet which is supplied
with water from the Municipal water works
shall be provided within a cistern of such size
and description as he may be decided.

13. Every steam boiler which requires water from

municipal pipe supply shall be supplied from
a cistern and not directly from the service
pipe and every such cistern shall be supplied
with a ball valve & a defective or warning
pipe and proper means of access for
inspection thereof.

14. (a

No tap of any house service connection shall
be fixed or connected to a tub or cistern
except in cases specified in bye-laws 12
and 13. No pump shall be errected to pump
water to any over head tank or other places
from such cisterns or service pipes.

The house owner or occupier shall not draw
water from the Municipal pipe supply through
any hose or movable pipe or other device
attached to the tap in the service connection.

xecutive Authority may at any time
remove any pipe or fittings connected with
any house service connection for the
purpose of examining the conditions of or
repairing of such fittings. If on such
examination or otherwise itis found that the
pipes or fittings are defective in any respect,
the Commissioner may give notice to the
owner or occupier of the premises to execute
within a specified period or say One month
at the most that the work necessary to
remedy such defect may be carried out. If
the work is not executed within the time
specified in the notice or if the defect is
likely to cause waste or contamination of
water, the Commissioner may himself execute
such work and recover the cost thereof from
the owner or occupier or stop water supply
to the premises by cutting off the
connection. Further if on such examination
itis found that there is unauthorised additions
or alterations, or extentions of pipes, taps
etc.; - the Commissioner may cut off the
service connection after giving twenty four
hours notice to the owner or occupier of the
premises concerned.

16. Every person to whom a house connection
is or has been given by the Municipality shall
maintain the house connection in good order

and repair at his/her cost.

Water from a house service connections given
for domestic purpose and use shall not be
utilised for non-domestic purpose without the
specific permission of the Commissioner.

18. Except in the case of fire no person not duly
authorised by the Commissioner in that behalf
shall open or in anyway interfere with any
mainline pipe or valve or fire plug

connected with the Municipal Water Supply.

For every temporary connection for supply of

water to a building during marriage or other
occasio ges shall be levied at the rate
of Rs. connection per day or part

The council reserves to itself the right to cut
off after giving twenty four hours notice any
supply, granted for domestic or non-domestic
purpose ifinits opinion it is found that water is
being misused or when there is found that
water at the source in such case neither the
Council nor the Commissioner shall be liable
for damages.

No person shall break the seal or lock on the
meter or break the glass on the dial or open
the meter or alter the index of any meter or
prevent any meter from duly registering the
quantity of water supplied (or).

Obstract or use water before or it has been
registered by a meter set up for the purpose of
measuring the same (or )

Permit or cause the meter to be stolen or to be
damaged so that the meter may not duly
register the quantity of water supplied.

All house service connections granted before
these bye-laws have come into force shall be
recognised as valid as though they have been
granted under these bye-laws and all charges
for water supplied in respect of those
connection in confirmity with these bye-laws
shall be borne by the owner or occupier of
the premises concerned.

The bye-laws on the subject hithertc inforce
shall cease to operate from the date of coming
into force of these bye-laws.

The Commissioner may direct that all or any
part of said house service connections shall
be brought into conformity with these bye-laws.

These bye-laws shall be applicable to such
institutions owned, controlled and managed by
Government as may be determined by the
Superintending Engineer, TWAD Board
Circle, Madurai on merits of the each case.
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24. Whoever commits a breach of any of the bye-
laws and whoever having the care or custody
of any child under seven years of age limit has
failed to prevent such child from committing a
breach of the above bye-laws shalil be

punishable.

PUBLIC FOUNTAINS
T No person shall wilfully or negligently allow the

water from a stand post, public water fountain
or fire plug to run to waste.
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No person shall

a) raw water from a public fountain except in
2 vessel with a capacity of not more than

30 litres
(or)

draw under water from a public fountain for any
purpose other than domestic

Bath or wash clothes, utensils, vehicie and
animals efc., at 2 public fountain or cattle
trough

o person shall enter into z cattle trough of
water from any cattie trough, stand post or fire
plug for any purpose what so ever except
for extinguishing fire in case of accidents.

©

No person shail manipuiaie a stand post
or a public water fountain as fo secure
a continuous fiow of w except for
extinguishing fire during any accidents.
The persons by whose action or for whose
benefit or advantage a continuous flow was
so manipulated for purpoose other than
extinguishing fire, shall be considered to have
contravened this bye-law.

5. No person suffering from any loathsome or
contagious or infectious disease shali use any
public fountain or a cattle trough or a fire plug.

6. No person shall take any animal which is

suffering from any loathsome or contagious or
infectious disease or any article which has been
or which he has know or has reasons to know
to have been exposed to any infection from any
of the above disease to or near any public foun-
tain or cattle trough or fire plug.
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78 No person shall commit any nuisance in and
around a public fountain or cattle trough.
8. Except in the case of fire no person not duly

authorised by the Commissioner in that behaif
shall open or in any way interfere with any
reservoir main or pipe or valves or fire plug or
other fittings or cause damages to any stand
post, public water tap or fire plug etc.,
connected with the Municipal Water Supply
Scheme.

PENALTY

Whoever commits a breach of any of the bye-
laws and whoever having the care of age limits
to prevent such a child from commiting a breach
or the above bye laws shall be punishable with
fine which may extend to Fifty rupees
( Rs. 50 ) and in case of continuous breach
with fine which may extend to Fifteen Rupees
( Rs.15/- ) for every day during which the
breach continuous after a penalty has been
levied, for the first breach.
